The Advisory Board is a select group of student leaders working together, sharing ideas, and brainstorming new ways LifeSmarts can reach out to youth. There are 6 Student positions; freshmen through seniors are invited to apply. The Board will meet in-person at Nationals 2015, and provide input through online projects and surveys during the year. Students must be willing to network with other members to accomplish assigned tasks.

In 2015 we are looking for 6 students who will:

•
Provide the authentic youth voice for the LifeSmarts program

•
Apply jointly with an adult coach

•
Meet with the Student Advisory Board during the 2015 National competition

•
Write LifeSmarts questions this summer

•
Work in tandem with an adult coach to accomplish three LifeSmarts projects, write LifeSmarts questions, and complete two Advisory Board Surveys
•
Commit to serving on the Student Advisory Board from April 2015 through March 2016.
Students who are competing in the 2015 National LifeSmarts Championship are eligible if they have the backing and endorsement of an adult coach. 

Tasks the SAB will complete during the 2015-16 program year:

· April: Attend the kick-off meeting in Seattle on April 17 from 8-9 p.m. and work with other SAB members to create a LifeSmarts practice guide: “Seven Habits of Highly Successful Teams” and for coaches, “Seven Habits of Highly Successful Coaches.” Then, before the end of the four-day event, complete the “Ten Things-2015 National Challenge Assignment.”
· May-June: Complete Survey #1 about the Competition, and write a “Faces” profile about your team, interviewing your coach and teammates.

· Summer: Draft 3 lightning rounds.
· September-October: Design an online vocabulary quiz for fellow LifeSmarts competitors at Quizlet.com or Sporcle.com.
· November-December: Complete Survey #2 about the Program and Content, and draft 20 challenge questions.
· January-February 2016: Design a second online vocabulary quiz for fellow LifeSmarts competitors at Quizlet.com or Sporcle.com. Complete a reflection form about your contribution to the SAB.
